The Contractor shall refrain from any action that may adversely affect UNDP or the United Nations and shall fulfill its commitments with the fullest regard to the interests of UNDP.

CONTRACTOR'S RESPONSIBILITY FOR EMPLOYEES:

Force majeure as used in this Article means acts of God, war (whether declared or not), invasion, revolution, insurrection, or other acts of a similar nature or force.

The Contractor acknowledges and agrees that, with respect to any obligations under the Contract that the Contractor must perform in or for any areas in which the UNDP is engaged in, preparing to engage in, or disengaging from any peacekeeping, humanitarian or similar operations, any delays or failure to perform such obligations arising from or relating to harsh conditions within such areas or to any incidents of civil unrest occurring in such areas shall not, in and of itself, constitute force majeure under the Contract..

Background

a.
Purpose

The UNDP/SEESAC EUSAC Project is looking for proposals from a legal entity in order to develop the Main project design for the security infrastructure upgrades of the MoI SALW storage location Platičevo according to the attached Project Assignment.

b.
Objective

Security infrastructure improvements of the MoI SALW storage location Platičevo will result in improved security of SALW and ammunition stockpiles in Serbia.

c.
Background Information

Pursuant to the Council Decision 2013/730/CFSP of 9 December 2013 in support of SEESAC disarmament and arms control activities in South East Europe, in the framework of the EU Strategy to Combat the Illicit Accumulation and Trafficking of SALW and their Ammunition, SEESAC has been tasked to strengthen safety and security through regional cooperation in the form of the EU Support of SEESAC Arms Control Activities in South East Europe (EUSAC) project. The project's geographic scope is South East Europe, with direct project beneficiaries being Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Kosovo*, the Republic of Moldova, Montenegro, Serbia and FYROM.

With a view to the implementation of the EU Strategy to combat the illicit accumulation and trafficking of SALW and their ammunition, and the promotion of peace and security, among others has a specific objective to increase the security of stockpiles of SALW and their ammunition in South East Europe through the development of safe and secure conventional ammunition storage infrastructure and management systems.
With the financial support of the European Union (EU) it is anticipated to support the authorities of Serbia, primarily Ministry of Internal Affairs, in upgrading a selected prospective weapons storage facility. Those activities will result to the minimum in the following:

· Infrastructure upgrades: construction works including installation of new security gates, storage buildings security door, waterproofing the walls and top panel of the earth covered magazine, and perimeter fence installation; 
· Supply and installation of the CCTV system and smoke detection alarms. 

Duties and Responsibilities

Scope of Work

The contractor will produce a detailed/main design (Glavni projekat) for infrastructure improvements as follows:
Construction works

· Replacement of two (2) location entrance gates: 

· Gate for vehicles access (width 5m, height 2m). Gate to be made from box profiles, with protective coat, and final color coated, with electrical opening mechanism.
· Gate for staff access (width 1m, height 2m). Gate to be made from box profiles, with protective coat and final color coated.

· Replacement of one (1) building entrance door on storage building no. 11. (3,000x3,200mm), fixed into the frame opening.

· Replacement of galvanized chain link fence (height 2,5m) with columns at the appropriate interval for the selected type of fence with galvanized barbed wire on the top of the fence. 

· Waterproofing the walls and top panels of the earth covered magazine with gross area surface of about 60m².
CCTV System and accompanying works

· Upgrade of the electrical installation with installation of exterior lighting for supporting the video surveillance and access control system. The project to predict, for installation at a later stage, the electricity supply system of video surveillance, cable installation, poles for setting the cameras and additional exterior lighting for the perimeter for the smooth operation of video surveillance.

· Video surveillance system for visual monitoring of the entrance to the storage location, entrance to the storage buildings and perimeter of the location. 

· Equipping the monitoring room for monitoring the location entrance area, storage buildings and perimeter of the location. 

· The equipment/cameras must be placed in the protected housing for external mounting with heater and fan, which meets the IP66 standard with a temperature operating range of -30 ° C to + 50 ° C. The type of camera and other equipment to be determined and optimised in line with conditions on the ground.

· Supply and installation of smoke alarms for the storage buildings.
The Contractor will produce the main design in accordance with the Building construction law of Serbia and professional standards defined in the relevant Serbian Chamber of Engineers Directives as well as any other law relevant to the above tasks.

PROJECT ASSIGNMENT

FOR THE PREPARATION OF THE DESIGN FOR THE SECURITY INFRASTRUCTURE UPGRADE OF THE "PLATIČEVO" STORAGE LOCATION IN PLATIČEVO

For the needs of the Ministry of Interior of the Republic of Serbia it is necessary to prepare a design for the security infrastructure upgrade of the "Platičevo" storage location in Platičevo.

The storage location is on the cadastre lot No. 3556 of the cadastre municipality Platičevo, on the Ruma - Šabac road. The location comprises seven separate storage buildings, five of which are in excellent condition, while the remaining two are envisaged for demolition. The existing perimeter fence of the storage location is in very poor condition. The entrance gate is not operational and there is no possibility of repair. The wooden door of one of the storage buildings need to be replaced with a metal (steel) door that are to be secured with modern security locks. The ceiling of the underground storage is in poor condition. Therefore, a method to redress this particular issue is proposed below. A video surveillance system would greatly enhance the storage security. Furthermore, please note that the electric service has been installed up to the guard house located at the location entrance, while the electric service connection has not been made in the storage buildings. 

With the aim of improving the storage location security, is necessary to prepare a design as per the following Project Assignment:

А/ CONSTRUCTION 

The design shall envisage the following construction works:

· The storage location perimeter fence, 2,5m¹ high and with posts placed at the distance appropriate for the selected type of fence. Galvanized barbed wire should be placed on the top of the fence. The total length of the fence is about 750m¹,  

· Gate for vehicle access (5m¹ wide, 2m¹ high). Gate to be made from box sections, with a protective coat and paint finish, 1 piece, 

· Gate for staff access (1m¹ wide, 2m¹high). Gate to be made from box sections, with a protective coat and paint finish, 1 piece.

· Metal double door on the storage No. 11, its dimensions being WxH = 3000x3200mm, to be fitted into the existing frame opening, 1 piece,

· Waterproofing the walls and the top slab of the half-buried earth-covered storage with a gross area surface of about 60m².

B/ VIDEO SURVEILANCE
It is necessary to envisage the installation of the video surveillance system in the MoI storage location in Platičevo so as to enable visual surveillance of the entrance to the storage location, entrances to the storage buildings and the perimeter around the storage.

The design shall include power supply of the video surveillance system, cable installation, posts for mounting the cameras and extra lighting of the location if required for the smooth operation of the video surveillance system. Cameras are to be installed in outdoor housings with a heater and a fan, which meet the IP66 standard requirements with an operating temperature range of -30°C to + 50°C. The type of cameras and other equipment is to be determined in accordance with the on-site conditions.

Monitoring the video surveillance system and video recording are to be carried out on the police station premises located at the location entrance.   

Video surveillance system shall meet the following requirements:

· Monitoring the real-time camera images, 

· Remote access, 

· Video recording, for a period of at least one month,   

· The ability to view the recorded material, 

· The ability to view the recorded material without interrupting the ongoing recording, 

· The possibility of transmitting the recorded material to other media CD/DVD/USB, etc.

· The ability to expand the memory capacity for archiving video recording and 

· The possibility of installing additional cameras.
