INFORMATION ON ACTIVITIES OF ESTABLISHMENT OF THE SEE WOMEN POLICE OFFICERS NETWORK
On Thursday, 7 October 2010 at 9.00 in Sava Centar, the Ministry of Interior of the Republic of Serbia, with the support of the Southeastern and Eastern Europe Clearinghouse for the Control of Small Arms and Light Weapons (SEESAC), is organizing the launch of the report Establishing the Southeast Europe Women Police Officers Network and a seminar on the Position of Women in the Police Services of the Southeast Europe and Mechanisms for the Promotion of Gender Equality.

The project, Support for Gender Mainstreaming in Policing Practice in the South Eastern Europe, is financially supported by the UNDP Gender Thematic Trust Fund and the Norwegian Ministry of Foreign Affairs.
The aim of the above-mentioned regional project is to support a SEPCA initiative for the establishment of the Women Police Officers Network (WPON) in South East Europe, whose goal will be to advocate for gender equality and democratic principles in policing.
